	Students will be assessed throughout the unit using several different types of assessments – 

*Social Studies Text Unit Assessments and end of 9 weeks district assessments.

*A KWL Chart will gauge prior knowledge and help to monitor learning throughout the unit as we add to it.

*Self-Assessments and group self-assessment using the Self-Direction checklist.

*Students will be doing reflections on their own projects as well as make comments to classmates

 *Students will do presentations at end of unit where they can show their final product to classmates and other guests.

*Final student product will be a short digital movie/slideshow showcasing their community and how their native culture has impacted the way said community functions.

	Unit Details

	Prerequisite Skills

	Community is a third grade concept that we have been studying since August. Therefore students will be familiar with some of the terms utilized in the reading necessary to complete this project. Students will also need to be instructed on how to use the technology necessary to complete this project

	Instructional Procedures

	Students will begin their project with a neighborhood walk so that we can locate important places within the community and have a better understanding of how the community is composed. In the classroom they will be working on a personal K-W-L chart, which will allow the teacher to assess prior knowledge. Students will also use their individual charts to create a class one to make sure they are all on at the same level and start getting ideas from classmates. 

Students will then work on writing their family stories in a book format. They will have interview family members to access information prior to when they were born. Once the book is finalized, Students will then get the artifacts necessary to tell the same story using visuals. 

Students will then look at the connection between their families and the community they live in. Some of the things they will be required to include are how the grown ups in their families contribute to the greater good of the community and how children contribute as well. This component will be added to the multimedia presentation they have been creating.
